Cornerstone  Trip to Kadoma -  August  2007

Cornerstone is an inter -church youth organisation in 

Stevenage that f irst visited Kadoma in July 1997 . They are 
linked with a similar group in Kadoma called Sungano ( which 
in S hona means  ñUnity ò). I was fortunate enough to be 

involved in the 1997  trip and I have remained involved  with 
the SKLA ever since.  

 
Cornerstone and Sungano celebrated their 10 th  anniversary 
thi s year and to mark the occasion  Cornerstone arranged for 

17 people to visit Kadoma  for a period of 3 weeks . I 
participated in the trip and this is my report on what happened. I hope you find it of 

interest!  
 
Sar u dzi Youth Centre Renovation  

 
The  main Cornerstone project in Kadoma was the transformation of Rimukaós Sar udzi 

Beer Hall  into a youth centre. The old beer hall ha s been allocated by the Mayor of 
Kado ma to be u sed for the benefit of Rimuka youth. T ogether , Cornerstone and Sungano 
worked to improve the look and feel of the building  to complete this repurposing .  

Tasks completed included:  
 

1)  Getting local tradesman to install a false ceiling in the office area, repl ace broken 
window panes and install a new external door to make the hall watertight  

2)  Preparing and painting the main ceiling  

3)  Painting the walls (including painting over the old  beer adverts)  
4)  Removing the old beer pumps  

5)  The Kadoma Council provide d staff to fix the electrics and the toilet facilities  
 

 
  

Arrival at Harare 
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Whilst the refurbishment of Sarudzi  was being undertaken, there were other activities 
taking place  too  ï these included a holiday club, crafts and sports. These activities were 

intended  for  the childr en of Rimuka.  
 

Holiday  Club  
 
The holiday c lub was aimed at primary school aged children. Each day we led the 

children in UK/Zimbabwe games (playing with a parachute was very popular ), teaching 
UK songs, singing Shona songs, praying, teaching and sharing i n Bible stories , face 

painting (a huge success)  and generally just having good fun �-  About 50 children came 
to the start of the club but by the end we apparently had over 250!  
 

Cornerstone endeavoured to empower Sungano by  providing support, resources, ide as 
and knowledge for them to enable them to run future holiday clubs for the children.  

 

  
 

Crafts  Session  
 

The Craft sessions  provided children  the opportunity to make cards  for their parents , 
draw  pictures , have face painting done, make ñScoob iesò (bracelets woven from plastic 

tubes)  and generally get artistic ! These sessions were just as popular with the boys as 
they were with the girls. I guess itôs not every day that a Rimuka child gets to play with 
glitter, feathers, tissue paper and card. Even balls  of wool were used to make necklaces
